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ADMISSION OF PUPILS

Admission at 11+

The first 47 places are awarded to students scoring the highest marks in selection tests and who
live within the school’s priority circle. The next 47 places are awarded to students living in East
Warwickshire on the basis of their performance in the selection tests. Further details about the
school's admissions policy can be found on our website www.rhswebsite.co.uk. The policy
contains a detailed description of the tests which are compiled by the University of Durham’s
CEM Centre.

Girls will be admitted at 11+ via the selection process operated by Warwickshire Local Authority.
Borderline candidates are considered individually by the local "Panel of Reference".
Performance in the essay and additional information provided by the primary schools is taken
into account at this stage.

The 11+ is sat in registered centres, not the student’s primary school. The date for testing this
year is Saturday 3™ October. Parents who wish their child to sit the test must contact the LA
Admissions Department to register before 17" July 2009.

Admissions at 16+

Students should have a good academic cross section of GCSE subjects which include five full
course GCSEs at Grade B or above. Applicants should refer to the requirements of the individual
subjects (as shown in the Sixth Form Prospectus). All students seeking a place at Rugby High
School have a guidance discussion to enable them to make informed choices.

Admission at other ages

Admission to the school at times other than the beginning of Year 7 or 12 will be determined by
the following criteria:

Satisfying the Headteacher that the girl's ability is such that she would be suitable for a
grammar school. She will take tests in Maths, English and Science arranged by the school.

There being a place in the appropriate year group (Years 7 to 11) or the subject (Years 12
and 13) for her.

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CURRICULUM

In Years 7, 8 and 9 girls are taught most subjects in their form groups of 31/32. Art, Technology
and ICT are taught in smaller groups of 23/24. In Year 9 Science is also taught in smaller
groups. The subjects studied in Year 7 are:

English and Drama Information Technology Physical Education

Design & Technology Language Awareness Religious Education

Spanish & Latin will be studied in Year 8 and 9.

In Years 10 and 11 we prepare girls for GCSE examinations in at least nine subjects. Core
subjects taken at GCSE are:

English A Modern Foreign Language

Mathematics Science or Separate Sciences

In addition to these, two more subjects are studied for GCSE from:

Art & Design History

Drama Home Economics
Design & Technology (Resistant Materials) Latin

French Music

In addition, all girls in Years 10 and 11 have a weekly lesson of Religious Education from which
they can take a half GCSE, one lesson of Personal and Social Education including Careers, and
three periods of Physical Education from which they can take a half GCSE or Sports Leadership.
An extension curriculum provides an additional option for able students.

In_the Sixth Form the school offers a wide variety of courses to A level and AS level in
conjunction with Lawrence Sheriff School (LSS). The subjects currently taught to A level are:

In addition to the subjects listed above Sixth Formers make a choice between General Studies,
Thinking Skills, Citizenship AS levels or Perspectives in Science Extended Project or additional
support for Science and Maths.

Diploma Courses

From September 2009 the school will be offering Society, Health and Development Diploma in
partnership with Ashlawn School and Rugby College at Level 3. From 2010 the Engineering
Diploma will be offered at Level 2, also in partnership with other institutions.
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SUBJECTS TAUGHT

ART & DESIGN

Art and Design operates within a purpose built block which has excellent facilities. All Year 7, 8
and 9 students follow a broad course covering the basic elements of colour, tone, line, shape,
pattern and texture. Students work in both two and three dimensions with a wide range of media.
Critical studies play an important role and students are encouraged to refer to and appraise
opinions of works of art from a variety of cultures.

Students’ work is continually assessed in Years 7, 8 and 9 and an End of Key Stage 3 Teacher
Assessment Statement is awarded.

The GCSE course offered in Years 10 and 11 seeks to foster independent thought, encouraging
pupils to be curious, aware and open to experimentation, whilst developing both their imagination
and observation skills.

The Art department is open regularly at breaks, dinner time and after school to enable all students
to explore further their creative ideas with assistance from both members of staff.

CLASSICS

Our aim is to give all girls an introduction to the Latin language and culture, upon which the
language and culture of most European nations are based, and to enable those who wish to do
S0, to continue this study to GCSE level and beyond.

Girls take a Language Awareness course in Year 7. The course is designed to give students a
firm understanding of grammar which will aid them in studying not only Latin, but will also aid their
understanding of English and modern foreign languages. Girls then continue through into Years
8 and 9 with the study of Latin, using the Cambridge Latin Course, one of the most up to date and
interesting Latin courses available. Much of the work in this course is done orally in class, and
there is a considerable emphasis on the life and culture of Ancient Rome. This work is supported
by the extensive use of the accompanying CD-ROMs, supported by a well-stocked Classics
section in the school library, enabling students to get an idea of the material culture of the period.

Those who opt to continue the study of Latin in Years 10 and 11 are entered for the GCSE
examination, which is externally examined by written papers at the end of Year 11; there is no
school-assessed coursework element.

There may be an opportunity for those who wish to study Classical Greek on an extra-curricular
basis, but this is subject to availability of staff time.
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DESIGN AND TECHNOLOGY

Design & Technology prepares students to participate in tomorrow's rapidly changing
technologies. Students are taught to combine their practical skills with creative thinking to design
and make quality products that meet human needs. They will widen their understanding of
designing and making by evaluating present and past design & technology and its impact upon
the environment, community and wider world.

Design & Technology operates within a purpose built block. All rooms have specialist equipment,
offering multi-media opportunities, including a well equipped resource area.

Key Stage 3

All students in Years 7, 8 and 9 follow modular courses involving many areas of Design &
Technology. They are taught the key concepts of Designing, Making, Cultural Understanding,
Creativity and Critical evaluation, all of which support the understanding of Design & Technology.
Students’ work is continually assessed in Years 7, 8 and 9 and an end of Key Stage 3 Teacher
Assessment Level is awarded.

Key Stage 4
Students have a choice within an option block to select GCSE Full Course Resistant Materials or
GCSE Full Course Home Economics.

AS/A2
AS/A2 Food Studies (Home Economics) is offered to sixth form students.

Subject to staff consultation and availability, students have access to specialist rooms at
lunchtimes and after school, to extend their creative skills.

ENGLISH AND DRAMA

All girls study both English and English Literature up to GCSE. The department also offers
Drama as a GCSE option in Years 10 and 11.

Open discussion, group work, class debates, drama, research in the Library and I.T. facilities are
used for teaching and learning, in conjunction with a wide range of texts.

Homework is set regularly and may be written, investigative or reading. If no official homework is
set, it is expected that the students will devote the allotted time to private reading.

Creative drama is taught as part of the English curriculum in the Lower School. The girls are
often taken to see theatrical productions, especially of their exam texts at Key Stages 4 and 5,
and there is a chance to take part in at least one drama workshop on the play studied at KS3.
Personal confidence and clarity of expression are encouraged by the inter-form debates and
public speaking competitions.

Reading, writing, speaking and listening are continuously assessed. There are examinations in
Years 7, 8, 10 and 11 and KS3 SATs in Year 9.
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GEOGRAPHY

Geography at RHS is about understanding and exploring the natural world and evaluating and
developing skills that help students appreciate the management issues that surround the human
use of resources. We use a vast range of teaching styles and mediums to ensure that
Geography teaching at RHS is dynamic and exciting. We regularly use the IT suites to learn
through GIS and Google Earth.

We believe in the RHS Geography department that teaching is about the ‘whole student’. We
incorporate a significant amount of oral work, including both formal and informal presentations to
develop students’ confidence and we expect the students to problem solve, be creative and
develop vital spatial, map and interpretation skills.

In KS3 the students have 2 periods of Geography per week. The KS3 topics are planned with
progression in mind and range from the traditional subjects of Rocks, Landscapes and Rivers to
contemporary topics such Olympics 2012.

Geography is an option at KS4 and 5 and we currently follow the AQA A and OCR syllabuses
respectively. The GCSE course incorporates 25% coursework, which is conducted on a three
day fieldtrip to Shropshire in the June of year 10. The A level course also involves fieldwork
which is conducted in September of year 12, the students are then examined on their fieldwork
skills in an exam situation.

Geography at RHS is forward thinking, dynamic and equips students with skills they need for the
future.

HISTORY

Our History course aims to help students to understand the present by the study of the past. It
also develops their ability to assess different points of view and make balanced judgements about
human affairs. The skills acquired in History lessons will help many girls in their chosen careers
and for others provide the starting point for various worthwhile leisure interests.

During their first three years at the school girls study various aspects of British, European and
World History from early times up to the 20th century, including the study of Medicine and Health
through time. Those who opt for GCSE History will study the first half of the Twentieth Century in
depth, while A level students study Tudor England in depth, along with twentieth century Russia
and the Cold War after 1945.

The History course includes an extensive range of activities, discussions and videos in class,
along with various visits and field trips in the different years of the school.
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INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY

The school has a continuous commitment to ICT. The range and quantity of hardware and
software is constantly being reviewed to keep up with the rapidly changing world outside school.

Information Technology is taught as a separate subject throughout the school. The classes are
mainly practical and ensure that all students receive an excellent range of IT experiences and
have the opportunity to develop and enhance these experiences as they progress through the
school. Discussion also takes place regularly in class to increase understanding of the
implications of developments in IT in relation to the home, work, school and society. The whole of
the National Curriculum is covered throughout Key Stages 3 and 4. Girls will also use IT to
enhance their broader understanding of Information and Communications Technology (ICT) in
other subject areas as defined in the National Curriculum.

We have a school-wide fibre optic network along with almost complete wireless coverage. There
is Internet access for all students along with e-mail facilities. The computer rooms and library
resources are available during break and lunchtime for any student to use. We have a wide
range of resources in the library covering all subject areas.

We offer a number of accredited IT courses throughout KS4 and KS5.

MATHEMATICS

We aim to foster the enjoyment of Mathematics through discovery and learning.

Girls will continue to learn about calculation, algebra, shapes and statistics and will improve their

skills in problem-solving. We place emphasis on the development of their ability to reason
logically and to communicate using symbols, diagrams and graphs.

Teaching is in form groups in the first two years. Girls learn by a mixture of techniques including
routine exercises, investigational course work and by using computers. We encourage the
sensible use of calculators.

In Years 9, 10 and 11 the teaching groups are re-organised so that girls approach the Key Stage
3 and GCSE examinations at a pace appropriate to their styles of learning.

A number of activities are organised outside the classroom;
Every term, a group of sixth form girls produces a Mathematical Magazine which is used

throughout the school.

All girls enter the National Maths Challenge and many receive certificates for their
achievement.

A weekly Maths Team Challenge is run for members of Years 7, 8 and 9. Last Year the
team came second in the regional heat which was held at Rugby High School.

At the end of the Summer term Years 7 and 8 had special Maths days in Activities’ Week.

In the Summer term, Year 8 went on a Maths-Science-English-Drama-Geography-Art-
History study day on Burton Dassett Hills.

A group of Year 10 students produced two Maths magazines which they took to
Dunchurch Infants School to work with their Year 1 and Year 2 pupils.

In November members of Year 11 went to Bilton School for a joint GCSE revision session
in their new computer suite.
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MODERN LANGUAGES

We aim to make the learning of Modern Languages a useful and enjoyable experience. We hope
to encourage girls@nterest in other countries and ways of life, and to prepare them for any further
language-learning that they may later undertake, for work or for pleasure.

The department is housed in a modern building with excellent facilities including a digital
language laboratory, interactive whiteboards, computer suite and satellite TV with video/DVD
equipment in every room.

French is studied in Year 7 and French and Spanish are studied in Years 8 and 9. At the end of
KS3 the girls opt to continue with one or both of these languages up to GCSE. Our able linguists
have the opportunity to take up German in Year 10 as a two year GCSE course. This September
Spanish is also being offered as part of the Sixth Form Enrichment Programme.

Pupils are encouraged to widen their knowledge of foreign languages and cultures by purchasing
Mary Glasgow magazines, participating in European plays and attending the French, German,
Spanish and Chinese clubs run at lunchtime and of course, by visiting France, Germany and
Spain. Sixth Formers are encouraged to go abroad for work experience in Year 12.

All'in all we feel that language learning at Rugby High School is a rich and varied experience with
equal value given to the four skills of listening, speaking, reading and writing, as well as the
awareness of the culture and society of the countries of the languages studied and we are proud
to be able to give our pupils the opportunity to study several modern languages.

MUSIC

The aim of the department is to introduce and develop an understanding of a wide selection of
musical experiences and to enable each individual to develop her own potential.

The achievement of this aim is approached in various ways: individual and group practical work,
composing and experimenting with sound, listening to and performing works of composers from a
variety of eras and cultures including music from around the world. There is often a project theme
to link activities while music literacy is developed through all the schemes of work, along with
Information Technology.

GCSE Music is a continuation of this type of work and provides a sound basis for specialism at
AS and A2 level.

There are many extra-curricular activities to which all are welcome: two choirs, two orchestras,
flute choir, saxophone ensembles, recorders, early music and folk groups. Students are
encouraged to perform as regularly as possible, such as assemblies, concerts, workshops and
recitals which take place throughout the year. We are also very keen to participate in festivals,
competitions and engagements outside school, as it is excellent experience for the students to
see and hear what is going on both locally and nationally. Peripatetic teachers visit each week to
give lessons in strings, brass, woodwind, percussion, guitar, piano/keyboard, voice and steel
pans, for which a charge is made.

Music lessons and activities take place in the Alexander Youngman Music Centre, which has a

large recital/teaching room, five practice rooms with pianos and four computers equipped with
Sibelius notating software.
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PHYSICAL EDUCATION

We aim to give every girl the opportunity to learn and enjoy a variety of physical activities
including dance, gymnastics, athletics and both individual and team games. The benefits of a
healthy lifestyle and regular exercise are stressed at all times.

The British Sport Trust has accredited Rugby High as an approved centre for the delivery of the
Junior Sport Leader Awards. Our involvement in the Eastern Warwickshire School Sports
Partnership has provided our girls with a multitude of additional opportunities, from cheerleading
and yoga, to self defence and bowls.

Our facilities include a fully equipped gymnasium, eight tennis courts, six netball courts and
extensive playing fields which are used for hockey, rugby, football, cricket, rounders and athletics.

In Years 7 to 9 we focus on skill development and ensuring that all girls have a strong knowledge
and understanding of all activities taught. In Years 10 and 11 girls can opt to study either GCSE
PE or Sports Leadership. AS and A2 PE are offered to sixth form students, and students in sixth
form are also given the opportunity to take up sport on a Wednesday afternoon within the
enrichment curriculum.

We organise a large number of after—school fixtures in hockey, netball, football, rounders, cricket
and tag rughy. We also compete in the inter-schools athletics competitions in both the area and
within Warwickshire. All girls are encouraged to join local sports clubs and strong links have
been forged with many other sporting bodies in the area.

Lunchtime clubs are held most days and girls are also provided with opportunities to gain sports-

specific leadership and officiating qualifications.  Physical Education, sport and physical
recreation are all a strong part of the school community.

RELIGIOUS EDUCATION

In their Religious Education lessons students will develop an awareness of the spiritual and moral
dimensions of life-experiences and the questions and issues arising from these. They will follow
the Warwickshire Agreed Syllabus, studying several world religions and other value systems.
Students will be encouraged to develop depth of understanding and to consider what it might
mean to be committed to a religious tradition. They will have the opportunity to reflect upon and
respond to ultimate questions. Religious Education at Rugby High will both inform and challenge
students.

All girls up to the age of 16 attend the equivalent of one Religious Education lesson a week. The
subject is also offered at GCSE level for Years 10 and 11 and for AS and A2 levels. The majority
of these lessons take place in the Religious Education rooms which are equipped with their own
audio-visual and other resources.

In our lessons, we reflect the fact that the religious traditions in Britain are in the main Christian,
whilst taking account of the teaching and practices of the other principal religions represented in
Britain. Use is made of artefacts, drama, art work, audio-visual material, visits, debates,
discussions and visiting speakers to stimulate thinking and understanding.

Note: parents have the right to withdraw their daughter from Religious Education and collective
worship. Any girl so withdrawn will do private study in the school library.
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SCIENCES

Our aim is to give each girl an appreciation, knowledge and understanding of scientific facts,
history, methods and applications of Science and how these relate to the world she lives
in. Whether she continues to advanced studies or finishes her formal science training at GCSE
we hope she will have a broad, informed foundation for the future and that she will have learnt
invaluable skills wherever the future may take her.

Girls are taught Science (Biology, Chemistry, Physics and How Science Works) in Years 7 to 9.
In Years 10 and 11 girls have a choice between GCSE Science/Additional Science or Separate
Sciences: GCSE Biology, Chemistry and Physics. Biology, Chemistry and Physics are available
at AS and A2.

Key Stage 3
In Years 7, 8 and 9 are usually taught by the same teacher for all lessons. The course at Key

Stage 3 is divided into topics with a test at the end of each topic.

GCSE
All courses at GCSE are from the OCR Gateway Science Suite.

Those opting for GCSE Science/Additional Science complete GCSE Science in Year 10 and
GCSE Additional Science in Year 11. They have six science lessons a week, having two lessons
a week of each of Biology, Chemistry and Physics.

Those opting for Separate Sciences have 9 lessons per week, three in each of Biology, Chemistry
and Physics. They are awarded a GCSE in each Science at the end of the two year course.
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SCHOOL LIBRARY

The Library is staffed by a qualified Librarian who is assisted regularly by Student Librarians. The
Library environment provides a quiet and peaceful area for independent study and research. The
Librarian is available between 9 a.m. and 2.30 p.m. to help with queries and to offer advice.

The Library has a fully functional computerised library system which permits students to access
resources like searching the catalogue, requesting new titles, keeping track of books on loan etc.
The library stocks a wide range of fiction and non fiction titles which are regularly updated.

Other facilities offered include daily newspapers and a small selection of magazines/journals as
well as some educational DVDs. There are nine computers including a scanner in the Library
with access to the Internet.

The careers section of the Library contains information on a wide range of careers and university
prospectuses. Careers talks and displays take place in the Library on a regular basis.

In September there will be a structured induction programme for all Year 7 pupils in groups to
familiarize them with the effective use of the library resources,

Events such as individual literary competitions, book fairs and book clubs are organised during
the year to stimulate learning and a creative interest in reading.

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GOVERNORS’ POLICY ON CHARGING FOR SCHOOL
ACTIVITIES

The full policy is available at the school, but its intent is summarised below.

The governors wish to ensure that the school curriculum will continue to be enhanced by
suitable visits:

a) From outside agencies who come into school

b)  Undertaken by pupils and staff, both during and outside the normal school day.
Voluntary contributions may be sought for activities during the school day that incur a

cost. Activities may be cancelled if there are insufficient funds to meet the costs
associated with them.

Activities which take place outside of the school day will be charged for if a cost is
involved

All parents are invited to make a voluntary contribution to the school fund. These

monies are used to ensure access to trips and visits for students whose parents are in
receipt of financial assistance as outlined in the current DSCF guidelines.
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PASTORAL CARE

1. Staffing Structure

All school staff share in the pastoral responsibilities for our students. There is a structured
system which enables girls with questions or difficulties to receive guidance quickly and
effectively.

The Form Tutor

Students are allocated to form groups with others of the same year, under the guidance of
their Form Tutor. These groups are together for registration and form time, when they work
together on fund raising for charity, inter-form debates, assembly themes and social events.
In Years 7, 8 and 9 they also have most of their lessons together.

The Heads of School

A senior member of staff has responsibility for the welfare and discipline of each section of the
school and leads the teams of form tutors. An Assistant Head is responsible for the main
school (7 — 11), supported by a Deputy Head and an Assistant Head is responsible for the
Sixth Form supported by a Deputy Head. Parents are encouraged to consult the Form Tutor
or relevant Head of School if they have any worry about their daughter® welfare.

Very serious problems and difficulties are referred to the Headteacher or one of her Depulties.

Personal, Social and Health Education (PSHE) with Citizenship

The PSHE and Citizenship programme complements and enhances the academic work and
aims to equip girls to gain the most from their school lives, as well as to prepare them for the
opportunities, responsibilities and experiences of adult life.

The programme is provided through discrete lessons as well as through opportunities
provided by assemblies, guidance and support systems, special projects and other elements
that enrich students’ experiences. The knowledge, skills and understanding are taught in
three inter-related sections: developing confidence and the responsibility of making the most
of their abilities.

a) Careers

(i) Careers and the World of Work - We prepare girls for informed decision-making about
their future careers by helping them to identify personal strengths and weaknesses and by
providing a wide range of information about the world of work. Our links with local business
and industry provide outside speakers, help with interviewing techniques and workplace visits.

(ii) Careers Guidance - In addition to the provision of skills and knowledge appropriate to
making choices about work, we also provide more direct guidance, in conjunction with the
Warwickshire Careers Service. Regular displays of information and an excellent careers
library are all available to supplement the help given by careers staff and interviews with a
Careers Adviser. Parents are encouraged to participate as fully as possible in these activities.

All girls take part in two weeks of work experience in Year 11. Further work experience
/shadowing may be pursued in Year 12.
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(b) Health Education

This is designed to prepare girls for a healthy adult life. Our aim is to develop a knowledge
and understanding of important health matters through topics relevant to contemporary life
styles, personal growth and development, parenthood and relationships. Whilst much of the
Health Education is covered by the Science department, some PSHE time is allocated for this
purpose.

The governors@olicy is that Rugby High School students should receive accurate information
about human growth and development and undertake a programme of sex education which
encompasses relationships, feelings and behaviour.

All teachers involved in this work will have received appropriate training. Parents will be kept
informed about the programme and given the opportunity to comment on its content
beforehand. Parents have the right to withdraw their child from sex education lessons.

(c) Spiritual and Moral Education

In addition to the work in Religious Education, morality in personal and social behaviour is
discussed in relation to family and other close relationships, politics, government and public
affairs. We encourage girls to participate in making decisions about how we organise our
communal affairs wherever possible.

Extra-curricular activities also form a major part of a girl® personal and social development.
Opportunities to take part in charity work, visits, community involvement, clubs, orchestra, choir,
steelband, sports teams, assembly preparation and debating develop important skills for the
future.

House System

Our house system helps girls to form links with students throughout the school. Whole tutor
groups and staff are assigned to one of the three Houses: Ryder, Hepworth and Sharman. The
houses compete for house points and a trophy is presented to the winning house.
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SCHOOL UNIFORM

Overcoat - a plain dark coloured overcoat (preferably navy) or anorak suitable for school
wear (not denim). Cyclists may wear a brightly coloured kagoul (or armbands or stripes) for
safety.

Scarf - (optional), plain navy blue or black scarf or the school’s regulation navy and pale blue
striped scarf. Not a football scarf.

Skirt - a plain navy blue skirt in a suitable straight, pleated, flared or easy-fitting style.
Straight skirts should not be tight or split above the knee and of suitable material e.qg.
polyester/viscose mixture or gabardine (not denim, not thin or transparent) and of knee length
or no longer than mid-calf.

Trousers - a pair of navy blue tailored trousers i.e. neither excessively wide nor tight, of
suitable material as for skirt; full length i.e. to the ankle not shorts. Leggings and jeans are not
acceptable, nor are jean-style trousers. Trousers are available from The Schoolwear Centre
or Webb Ellis. If a belt is needed, it should be black or navy blue and have a plain buckle

Navy blue sweatshirt (round neck) which must have the school logo* embroidered on the
front (available from The Schoolwear Centre or Webb Ellis).

Shirt - pale blue “polo” style short sleeved shirt which must have the school logo embroidered
on the front (available from The Schoolwear Centre or Webb Ellis).

Tights and socks -Knee or ankle socks - plain navy or black, (white may be preferred for the
summer), or plain black, navy or flesh coloured tights.

Shoes - |ow heeled shoes in black or navy. (Not more than five centimetres for the heel).

Very narrow heels such as stilettos are not appropriate for health and safety reasons. Socks
or tights must be worn. Boots should not be worn in school but an exception will be made
when snow is on the ground. Trainers are not permitted except in special circumstances (e.qg.
a note from a doctor) and should be plain black.

Jewellery/Make-up/Hair - The wearing of any make-up is not allowed from Year 7 - 9, the
wearing of jewellery (other than one plain silver or gold stud/sleeper per ear lobe at the
bottom) or fancy hair slides is not allowed from Year 7 to Year 11. Hair bands, "scrunchies"
and the like should be navy blue or black. Only hair corresponding to one natural colour is
permitted in school.

For girls in the Upper School (Yrs 10 and 11 only) — some rules are slightly changed:-

Discreet make-up and clear nail varnish are allowed.
Girls have the option of wearing:

a) a plain white or pale blue shirt (cotton or polyester mix — no silk or satin etc.) which may
be open-necked or worn with a regulation school tie. Ties must only be worn with shirts
that can be buttoned at the top.

b) a “V” —necked jumper, plain style with the school logo embroidered on the front
(available from The Schoolwear Centre or Webb Ellis)

All items of clothing must be named

The Headteacher reserves the right to decide the suitability of clothing for school wear, especially as
fashions are constantly changing.

SCHOOL RULES

Regular and punctual attendance is required at registration and each lesson. [Parents have
a duty by law to ensure this happens.]

Permission will not be given for absence except in cases of illness, visits to the doctor,
dentist, and other medical appointments. The Government has asked schools to
actively discourage holidays in term time. The Headteacher has the discretionary power
to authorise up to 10 days’ leave in any one academic year. Holidays will only be
authorised in the most exceptional circumstances. Notice must be given well in advance
and a holiday form filled in.

The school operates a first-day call system. Parents/carers are required to telephone the
school before 9:30am on any day when their daughter is absent. If the absence is expected
to last for more than one day, the parent/carer should indicate the date of return. Parents
will be contacted if they fail to do this as the school needs to be certain that the student is
safe.

We expect parents to support us in seeing that homework is carried out punctually
and carefully. Please send a note to the form tutor to account for unprepared work.

All property brought to school should be clearly marked with the owner® name. Ideally, on
wrist watches, the name should be engraved. Girls should not normally bring valuable
belongings to school. The school is not insured for girls’ personal belongings or money and
unnamed possessions are very difficult to trace.

Any money brought to school must be either kept in the locker provided or on the person. It
should not be left in coat pockets or bags, where it is vulnerable to theft.

Correct school uniform must be worn. The wearing of make-up is not allowed in Years 7 — 9
and the wearing of jewellery (other than one plain, silver or gold stud per ear lobe at the
bottom) or fancy hair slides is not allowed from Years 7 to Year 11. Only hair corresponding
to a single natural colour is permitted in school. In Years 10 and 11 discrete make-up and
clear nail varnish is permitted and there are some changes to the uniform allowed.

Girls in Years 7 - 11 should stay in their cloakroom area near the staffroom until the school
opening bell rings at 8.30am.

Girls may be required to stay at school until 4.45pm any school day for a detention if
necessary. Normally at least 24 hours notice will be given.

Unless teachers request otherwise, for lesson purposes, ipods/mp3 players are not to be
brought to school.

Chewing gum is forbidden in school at all times.
Smoking anywhere on or near the school premises is strictly forbidden.

It is forbidden to bring into school and/or inappropriately use any unsuitable substance,
material or instrument (this includes alcohol, cigarettes, lighters, knives). The Governors
take very seriously any incident involving illegal substances on the school premises. The
outcome will automatically be exclusion either permanent or fixed term, depending on the
exact nature of the incident. The parents and the police will always be contacted in such
cases and an account of the incident will appear on the student’s record.

No food or drink should be consumed in classrooms or corridors unless given specific
permission.

Students are expected to act responsibly and considerately at all times.
Please see separate rules governing mobile phones in school.

Dinner Arrangements

No girl staying to dinner or eating sandwiches at school may leave the premises at lunchtime
without a written request from her parent/guardian.

If you wish your daughter to return home for lunch, the school takes no legal responsibility for her
whilst she is off the premises.
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HOMEWORK POLICY

Introduction

At Rugby High School we believe homework is a very important element in students’ education.
The school seeks the support and involvement of parents in implementing its policy and
programme for homework.

The Aims of Homework
Homework should:

Encourage students to develop the skills, confidence and motivation needed to study
effectively on their own. This is vital given the importance of life long learning and adaptability
help to consolidate and reinforce skills and understanding developed at school

extend school learning, for example through additional reading, completion of coursework,
carrying out surveys

involve parents and carers in the management of students’ learning and keep them informed
about the work students are doing

provide feedback to the students and teacher on their knowledge, skills and understanding of
classwork (e.g. exercises which test students’ knowledge)

prepare for future work (e.g. preliminary reading about a new topic)

allow teachers to use lessons to concentrate on employing equipment and resources only
available in schools (e.g. laboratory experiments)

enable differentiated tasks to be set which match the abilities of students (e.g. open-ended
investigations)

The Role of Parents and Carers in Supporting Students

The school expects parents to support their daughters in relation to homework. They should try
to provide a reasonably peaceful, suitable place in which students can do their homework. They
should make it clear to their daughters that they value homework and support the school in
explaining how it can help them make progress at school. They should encourage and praise
when homework is completed and expect deadlines to be met and check that they are. Where
parents have difficulty providing suitable facilities they should discuss this with the school.

Programme of Homework at Rugby High School

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Timetables are made by form tutors in Years 7 to 9 to guide both students and subject teachers.
A homework diary is given to each student in Years 7 to 9 to help them and their form tutors
implement and monitor the homework timetable. Homework diaries are provided for Years 10
and 11. Form tutors in Years 10 and 11 will help the girls to construct individual homework
timetables.

Students who have difficulty in meeting homework deadlines should discuss difficulties with their
teachers so they can work out strategies for managing the workload, especially when there are
demands from outside school. Students who give in homework late or incomplete can expect to
receive a detention either from the subject staff or an after school detention supervised by the
Assistant Head if the student has three late homeworks in any two consecutive half-terms.

Homework in the Curriculum

Departments integrate homework into their schemes of work for each Year group. Homework
tasks should reflect the aims set out in the Policy Statement. The effectiveness of homework
depends essentially on its quality.

High quality homework:
: is linked with classwork
has clear curricular objectives
encourages independent learning, research, creativity and initiative
demands high standards of accuracy and presentation
exploits resources available outside the school
promotes the involvement of parents and other adults outside school.

Monitoring of Homework

The Head of Department monitors consistency of setting and marking. The Senior Management
Team, as part of their whole school monitoring system, monitor randomly selected homework
books for each Year group, looking for periodic diagnostic comments and consistency of marking
within departments.

Marking of Homework

Homework should be set on a regular basis (according to Homework Timetable for Years 7 — 11),
marked regularly and returned promptly to the student.

Feedback for Students

The school believes that prompt and appropriate feedback is important in helping students make
progress. The form of this will vary from task to task and subject teachers should explain this to
their students.

Paid Employment

We recognise the value to students and their families of undertaking paid employment. However,

we strongly recommend that this should not exceed ten hours per week as there is strong
evidence that working above this limit seriously compromises students’ academic progress.

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DISCIPLINE

Standards of discipline are intended to ensure a courteous, civilised and hardworking community
in school. Various sanctions are used for minor infringements of rules, either explicit or implicit,
such as failure to produce work at a specified time. On occasions, it may be necessary to ask
girls to remain in school until 4:45pm. In such cases 24 hours©notice is given to the pupil
concerned. Serious misdemeanours may result in fixed term exclusion, while in extreme cases
permanent exclusion may be necessary.

COMPLAINTS PROCEDURE

Copies of the complaints procedure are available to parents at the school. The school is
committed to resolving complaints by informal means wherever possible

STUDENTS WITH SPECIAL EDUCATIONAL NEEDS

The Special Educational Needs Co-ordinator (SENCO) works in close liaison with the Pastoral
Team and the Senior Leadership Team and aims to provide caring and co-ordinated support for
pupils who may be experiencing difficulties, or who need support in the learning process. Gifted
and Talented pupils are also monitored and provided for by the lead teacher for Gifted and
Talented.

The SENCO works with students, parents and outside agencies to support students with Specific
Learning Needs (including Dyslexia), Emotional and Behavioural Difficulties and physical
disabilities. The school works with a range of outside agencies including the Learning and
Support Service, the Educational Psychologist, Social Services and the Educational Social Work
Service. The SENCO oversees the Safeguarding Children Provision and manages the
counselling service and Offload (a sixth mentoring service for pupils). There are staff at Rugby
High School who have been trained in Dyslexia Awareness and Dyslexia Friendly Teaching
Strategies; when appropriate staff also use Brief Solution Focussed Therapy Techniques and
Cognitive Behaviour Techniques.

POLICY ON ENTRY FOR PUBLIC EXAMINATIONS

Our students are usually entered for 10 GCSEs (unless this proves problematic for the individual,
who may then take fewer subjects).

Year 12 have the opportunity to take 4 AS levels and General Studies or Critical Thinking with the
possibility of taking them to A2 (full A level) in Year 13. Entry decisions are always taken in
consultation with the student and her parents.
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
