We also offer all students an Extension Curriculum which gives a choice of AS Citizenship, Critical Thinking, General Studies or an Extended Project Qualification. You will be asked to choose one of these in September after presentations which will enable you to make an informed decision.

COURSE ENTRY REQUIREMENTS.

In order to succeed at advanced level study, you must build upon a secure foundation.  Experience has shown that there is a strong correlation between GCSE grades and success at A level.  For this reason we ask for a MINIMUM of 5 grade Bs across the whole range of subjects taken at GCSE (full course). Every subject has its own particular requirements, and the minimum GCSE grades required for entry for each subject are shown below.
Please note that the examining boards have advised that Applied Science GCSE does not contain enough scientific content to allow for success at A level; we will not, therefore, accept this qualification without an interview to assess ability.
